CERTIFICATE OF INCORPORATION

OF

PRADER-WILLI ALLIANCE OF NEW YORK, INC.

Under Section 402 of the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law

IT IS HEREBY CERTIFIED THAT:

1) The name of the corporation is Prader-Willi Alliance of New York, Inc. (hereafter called the Corporation).

2) The Corporation is a corporation as defined in subparagraph (a) (5) of Section 102 (Definitions) of the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law and shall be a Type B corporation under Section 201 of the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law.

3) The purpose for which the Corporation is formed are as follows:

a) To provide information to the general public about Prader-Willi Syndrome (P.W.S.); to promote awareness of P.W.S. among the general public and medical and therapeutic professionals; to provide forums for discussion and professional interchange on the subject of P.W.S.

b) To provide assistance, information, referral, and advocacy services to families and friends of persons suffering from P.W.S.

c) To assist and support the purposes and activities of the national Prader-Willi Syndrome Association, hereinafter referred to as The National Organization. The National Organization is organized pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 317 of Minnesota Statutes, known as the Minnesota Corporation Act, exclusively for charitable, educational, and scientific purposes, to protect and promote the best interests of all persons affected by Prader-Willi Syndrome.

d) To conduct any and all other activities as shall from time to time be found appropriate in connection with any or all of the purposes of the Corporation.

4) Said Corporation is organized exclusively for charitable religious, educational, and scientific purposes, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations that qualify as exempt organizations under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

5) The Corporation, in furtherance of its corporate purposes above set forth, shall have all the powers enumerated in Section 202 of the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law, subject to any limitations provided in the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law or any other statute of the State of New York and including the power to solicit grants and contributions from the general public.

Nothing herein contained shall authorize the Corporation to engage in the practice of law and medicine; or of any of the professions designated in title VIII of the Education Law; or to operate a school.

7) The office of the Corporation is to be located in the County of Albany, State of New York.

8) The Secretary of State is hereby designated as agent of the Corporation upon whom process against it may be serviced. The post office address to which the Secretary of State shall mail a copy of any process against the Corporation served upon him is:

9) Nothing herein shall authorize the Corporation, directly or indirectly, to engage in or include among its purposes any of the activities mentioned in Section 404(b)-(t) of the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law.

10) The Corporation has not been formed for pecuniary profit or financial gain, and no part of the assets, income or profit of the Corporation is distributable to, or inures to the benefit of, its members, directors or officers except to the extent permitted under the Not-For-Profit Corporation Law.

11) No substantial part of the Corporation’s activities shall be the carrying on of propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and the Corporation shall not participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distribution of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office. Notwithstanding any other provisions of these articles, the Corporation shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on (a) by the corporation exempt from Federal income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) or (b) by a corporation, contributions to which are deductible under Section 170(c)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

12) In the event of dissolution, all of the remaining assets and property of the Corporation shall after necessary expenses thereof be distributed to another organization exempt under 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, or corresponding provisions of any subsequent Federal tax laws, or to the Federal government, or state or local government for a public purpose, upon approval of a Justice of the Supreme Court of the State of New York.

13) In the event that in any year the Corporation shall be a “private foundation” as that term is defined in Section 509 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended,

a) The Corporation shall distribute its income for each taxable year at such time and in such manner as not to subject it to tax under Section 4942 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954; as amended; and

b) The Corporation shall not

i.) Engage in any act of self-dealing as defined in Section 4941(d) of the Code;

ii.) Retain any excess business holdings as defined in Section 4943(c) of the Code;

iii.) Make any investments in such manner as to subject the Corporation ___ under Section 4944 of the Code.

iv.) Make any taxable expenditures as defined in Section 4945(d) of the Code.
